2. Loosen the hose clamp that secures the intake 
hose to the air filter housing. Using a screwdriver, 
unlock the small clamp that secures the vent line 
to the connector and then disconnect the vent line. 
Remove the bolt securing the intake plenum to the 
engine.

3. Remove the oil fill cap and loosen the hose 
clamp securing the intake hose to the throttle body. 
Remove the bolt securing the intake plenum to the 
engine.

4. Remove the front center bolt securing the intake 
plenum to the engine and remove the intake 
plenum from the vehicle. 
NOTE: K&N Engineering, Inc., recommends that 
customers do not discard factory air intake.

5. Release the red locking tab and then disconnect 
the mass air sensor electrical connection and 
unhook the harness from the air filter housing.

6. Remove the two nuts securing the air filter 
housing to the inner fender and then remove the 
housing from the vehicle. 
NOTE: One of the nuts will be reused in a later 
step.

7. Install the filter adapter into the K&N® heat shield 
and secure with the provided hardware.

8. Install the edge trim onto the heat shield as 
shown. 
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be 
necessary.

9. Install the provided heat shield mounting bracket 
(07805) onto the heat shield using the provided 
hardware and spacer.

10. Install the provided heat shield mounting 
bracket (070015) onto the heat shield using the 
provided hardware and spacer.

11. Remove the nut that secures the coolant 
reservoir to the inner fender. 
NOTE: This nut will be reused in the next step.

12. Install the heat shield assembly into the vehicle 
and secure with the factory coolant reservoir nut 
and air box mounting nut.

13. Remove the mass air sensor from the factory 
air filter housing and install the sensor and 
provided gasket into the K&N® mass air sensor 
adapter using the provided hardware.

14. Install the mass air sensor assembly into the 
K&N® intake tube as shown, secure the sensor with 
the provided hardware. 
NOTE: Be sure the opening in the sensor is 
pointed towards the inlet end of the tube.

15. Install the provided coupler (08186) onto the 
throttle body and secure with the provided hose 
clamp.

16. Install the 90º vent fitting into the K&N® intake 
tube as shown.
NOTE: Plastic NPT fittings are easy to cross 
thread. Install the vent fitting “hand” tight, then 
turn it two complete turns with a wrench.

17. Install the quick connect fitting into the K&N® 
intake tube as shown.

18. Install the provided hump coupler (08699) onto 
the K&N® intake tube, then install the intake tube 
assembly into the coupler at the throttle body and 
align with the filter adapter. Slide the hump coupler 
onto the filter adapter, adjust the tube for best fit 
and secure with the provided hose clamps.

19. Rotate the crank case vent line and fitting so 
it aligns with the quick connect fitting and then 
connect.

22. Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery cable. 
Double check to make sure everything is tight and 
properly positioned before starting the vehicle.

1. Start the engine with the transmission in neutral 
or park, and the parking brake engaged. Listen for 
air leaks or odd noises. For air leaks secure hoses 
and connections. For odd noises, find cause and 
repair before proceeding. This kit will function 
identically to the factory system except for being 
louder and much more responsive.
